Review and approve previous meeting minutes of 02-24-16: on hold for the next meeting on 5/4/16

Follow-up on actions identified during previous meeting

· Patricia Barton: status of corrected death certificate. Greg called Calista today and is getting the final documents together to go to the Judge to correct the death certificate. 
· Barbara Stevens: Adam has created a letter directed to her regarding the funds donated for the South Reading Cemetery.  A copy of this will be placed in the file with the Brooks bequest. 
· Susan Goodhouse was voted in at Town Meeting for the 3 year commissioner position. 
· The selectmen's budget was approved at Town Meeting which means we will receive $13,110 for the 2016-17 fiscal year. 
· Kevin is working on other possible vendors for the cemetery signs.  Signs are needed at Weld, Bailey's, South Reading and Swain cemeteries.
· Adam presented the Request for Proposals (RFP) document that he had created to solicit bids for the mowing contract.  The RFP was reviewed and will be updated with minor changes.  Announcements that bids are being accepted and where the RFP can be obtained is being posted on the Town website, mailed to known vendors, and announced on Front Porch Forum.   Adam has reviewed with Paul Brosseau (Work Crew Supervisor, Vermont Correctional industries, State of Vermont) all the cemeteries and the RFP form.  
· A final review of the (by-laws) regulation updates was made.  Adam will finalize this.  Copies will be posted on the Town website and copies mailed to plot owners that we can identify.  
· Green burials are legal in Vermont per ACT 24, approved by the State in 2015. These have to be done in "designated cemeteries" by the Commissioners.  We are not required to have these available. 
· Adam will be creating an "Interment Order" document that can be used as a check off sheet for all the steps in the plot sales to burial process.  These will be kept on file in the Town Clerk's office as part of the cemetery records.
