Selectmen Meeting

December 8, 2014
UNAPPROVED
The meeting was called to order at 6:00pm.
Present:  Robert Allen, Gordy Eastman, Jim Peplau, Calista Brennan, Glen Towne, Jon Springer, Chris Titus, Suzette deNobriga, Karl Hanson, Jane Cleveland, Ann Ackley, Howard Sanderson Jr. and Heather Evans. 
Robert started the meeting asking if there were changes to the agenda.  There were no changes.
Minutes of the November 10th meeting were approved as printed.
Treasurer’s Report: As of 11/20/14, Expenses were $1,729,681.00; Revenue was $1,112,836.50. Balance in Citizen’s $52,673.42, balance in LSB $1,578,564.50. Delinquent taxes for 2011-14 are $137,477.68.  Calista reported that we have received the final Project Completion and Certification Report from the State and all monies from FEMA and the State have been received.  Jim moved to approve and Gordy seconded.  Report is accepted. 
Action Items:
A) Town Plan – Public Hearing Date:  The date for the Public Hearing on the Town Plan has been set for Monday, January 12, 2015 at 6:00 PM in the Reading Town Office.  The Selectmen’s meeting will be held directly after.
B) Use of Bartley Ball Field Area:  There was a lengthy discussion on the use of the Ball Field.  Robert recapped the September 8th meeting where this was discussed and the suggestion made that the Recreation Commission and the dog owners get together and work something out.  The Recreation Commission warned and held their quarterly meeting on September 16th, at which the attendance was very low and the dog issue was not addressed, as no one from that group attended.  After listening to both sides, once again it was suggested that the 2 parties get together.  The Recreation Commission will most likely be holding one of their quarterly meetings in December or January.  The warning will be posted.
C) Historical Society/Reading Christian Union Church:  Jon Springer asked if the Town of Reading would take ownership of Church and then lease it for 99 years to the Historical Society, who would be responsible for the up keep of the building and property. This will be warned for the Townspeople to vote on at Town Meeting.
D) Amsden House & Shed:  Robert reported that George Tallman has said that he would take down the house, shed and 2 big trees for $15,000.00.  Robert will get this in writing and then the Selectmen will meet on site to go over the removal.

E) Highways:  The new truck is here.  It will be brought to Osgood Welding by the end of this week.  Glen suggested that we purchase the 6 year, 100,000 mile warranty for about $4500.00, Jim made a motion to purchase the warranty, Gordy seconded.  Glen also stated that the loader was in for a big repair and that it was under warranty.  The new Driveway permit was discussed with minor changes.  Jim moved approve the permit with the changes, Gordy seconded.
F) Other:  2015/2016 Budget work to start soon. All departments need to get their budgets to Selectmen.
Meeting was adjourned at 7:50pm.
