Selectmen Meeting

April 14, 2014
The meeting was called to order at 6:06pm.
Present:  Robert Allen, Gordy Eastman, Jim Peplau, Glen Towne, Calista Brennan and Katy Savage.
Minutes of the March 10th meeting were approved as printed.
Treasurer’s Report: As of 3/31/14, Expenses were $59,965.78, Revenue was $22,579.08. Balance in Citizen’s $49,631.41, balance in LSB $438,278.08. Delinquent taxes for 2011-13 are $90,458.03.  Jim moved to approve and Gordy seconded.  Report is accepted.

Action Items:

A) Land on Stone Chimney Ext. Road:  As stated at the last meeting the sale fell thru, due to a court ruling on notification of prior owner.  There are 3 options to sell the land. 
1. Try to get in touch with the prior owner

2. Quit Claim Deed

3. Wait 3 years and then could sell.

Since it has been roughly 1 ½ years it was decided to pull the listing now and wait the other 1 ½ years.

B) Financial Plan Meeting with AOT: A meeting has been scheduled for Wednesday with Robert Allen and AOT to go over the financial plan from the Town’s budget and grant requests. 
C) Food Shelf/Stone School Well:  A request has been received from Christine Hall to beautify the well area.  A drawing was presented and it was agreed to let the work be done, provided that access to the water supply was maintained.
D) 2013 State Bridge Inspection Report:  The only bridge that needs work is bridge # 28 on Town Farm Road.  The report was reviewed and signed by the Selectmen to be returned.
E) Highways:  Glen reported that the oil sample from the Loader was sent for testing and came back with a very small trace of copper in it.  Sleeper’s came and replaced the pump under warranty.  There was 386 ton of salt used this winter year, that’s about 100 ton more than last year.   There have been a lot of repairs done on the 1 ton truck and more needs to be done.  Glen was asked to get some budgetary pricing to replace it.
F) CDL Drug & Alcohol Policy:  The policy that we have is out dated and needs to be updated.  There is a sample policy on-line from VLCT.  Calista is looking into getting a copy of the sample policy.
G) Other:  Deb Alexander submitted her resignation as Health Officer effective immediately.  It was accepted.  Jim Peplau moved to appoint Steve Ellis to the ECFiber Committee to replace Carol Boerner, Gordy Eastman seconded.  We are in need of a Health Officer and an Animal Control Officer. Anyone interested, please contact the Town Clerk.
