Selectmen Meeting

May 12, 2014
The meeting was called to order at 6:01pm.
Present:  Robert Allen, Gordy Eastman, Jim Peplau, Glen Towne, Calista Brennan, Chris Titus and Katy Savage.
Minutes of the April 14th meeting were approved as printed.
Treasurer’s Report: As of 4/30/14, Expenses were $59,598.91, Revenue was $38,573.38. Balance in Citizen’s $49,631.84, balance in LSB $415,953.76. Delinquent taxes for 2011-13 are $82,609.74.  Jim moved to approve and Gordy seconded.  Report is accepted.

Action Items:

A) National Incident Management System (NIMS) Resolution:  This is part of a FEMA requirement to keep the Town up to date if a disaster should occur.  The Board signed the resolution.
B) Local Emergency Operations Plan (LEOP) Adoption:  This is another part of a FEMA requirement to keep the Town up to date if a disaster should occur.  This is one of four plans that are required to assure that the Town will have a lower dollar amount for matching funds.  Jim made a motion to adopt, Gordy seconded.
C) Robinson Hall Rental Policy:  An updated policy was presented to the Board with a slight increase in rental rates effective July 1, 2014.  The policy also states that all Town civic organizations who use the Hall for fund raising events will pay a rental rate.  The policy was signed by the Board.
D) NEMRC Software:  Calista asked the Select Board to approve the purchase of 3 software packages from NEMRC for $850.00.  These packages are for Marriage Licenses, Cemetery records and the scanning of land records.  Gordy made the motion to add these programs, Jim seconded.
E) Maintenance Services:  The janitorial services for Robinson Hall have been put out to bid, along with mowing for the Town properties of Indian Stones, Amsden property, Bartley Field and Robinson Hall.  If anyone is interested, please call the Town Clerk.
F) Highways:  Glen stated that most of the roads have been graded.  The 2010 truck is in for repairs at S. G. Reeds and the 2014 truck will be going to Osgood’s for some warrantee repairs.  The 1 ton truck is way over budget and needs more repairs.  Glen presented the Board will quotes on replacing the truck.  Glen will contact Bishop’s to arrange for the Village street sweeping.

G) Tax Abatement Hearing:  A hearing has been scheduled for June 2, 2014 at 6PM in the Town office.

H) Bartley Field:  Chris Titus was here to ask about the maintenance of the driveway and parking lot.  The Town Highway crew will take care of getting this in shape.  Calista will get in touch with Green Mountain Power to get the power turned on at the field. The Recreation Commission will be responsible for paying the bill.
I) Other:  The Town is still in need of a Health Officer, Animal Control Officer and a Representative for SWCRPC (Southern Windsor County Regional Planning Commission). Anyone interested, please contact the Town Clerk.
